ASSEMBLYMAN CUSICK  
 In the Saturday, March 6th edition of the Staten Island Advance it was reported that NYS Assemblyman Mi-

chael Cusick was named the chair of the Assembly’s Task Force on People with Disabilities in recognition of his 

work in the area.  The article stated that Mr. Cusick has authored legislation providing for more stringent regula-

tion on handicapped parking permits.  He also sponsored legislation to give tax credits and aid to families who 

provide informal, unpaid care of their disabled children, including those with autism and developmental and 

physical disabilities.

“Bee on Board the WAVE”, is the mantra heard every morning over the loudspeaker.  This is the new Hunger-

ford behavior motto being talked about around the school.  Our students have enlisted to “ride the WAVE” to 

good behavior and complete their work.  The Hungerford Main Site was the first to “ride the WAVE”, and now 

we have rolled out the program to I.S. 43.  This new PBIS (Positive Behaviors Interventions and Supports) pro-

gram is a school wide system that encourages and promotes positive behavior by students.  We, as the school staff, 

encourage students to Bee on  Board the WAVE to good behavior to earn rewards.  This acronym stands for:  

     W - We are responsible 

     A  -  Always Respectful 

     V  -  Very Safe 

     E  -  Excellent Attitude 

When a student exhibits good behavior, they earn WAVE Bucks.  Once each week they can spend their WAVE 

bucks at the WAVE Store.  Instead of patchwork behavior plans, the entire staff uses the same language and en-

courage our students to succeed.  Our goal is to make problem behaviors less effective and reward a student’s 

more desirable and functional behaviors.
